Our mission is to fairly and evenly enforce the rules to all participants and keep all classes on a level playing field. Our goal is to make racing
at Citrus County Speedway as enjoyable as possible for you and to be fair to all the racers as a whole and not favor or discriminate against any
one. In registering to race you are agreeing to follow all the track rules, procedures and interpretations of any official calls. This includes your
individual Class Rules and the General Rules. IGNORANCE IS NO EXCUSE!
YEARLY REGISTRATION

1. A one-time registration fee of $15.00 must accompany this registration form. ANY Changes made to payout information on any
registration form must have a new registration form to be completed with additional fees paid.

2. Anyone that participated at Citrus County Speedway in 2008 Season and accumulated at least 200 points or more will have first right to
that Car # in the same registered class only until February 28, 2009,after this date car #’s will be given on a first come bases! CAR #’s
MUST BE LOCATED ON BOTH SIDES OF THE CAR AND ON THE ROOF AS WELL AS READABLE! There will be NO
ALPHA Numeric Letters (Example A, B, X) allowed.

3. Registration cards will be given to all drivers when they register at the beginning of the year. It is the responsibility of the driver to
provide and retain their registration cards in order to participate in any race event. If registration cards are lost there will be a $15.00
charge to replace.

NIGHTYLY REGISTRATION
1. It is every driver's own responsibility to register with the Head Scorer at the pit gate entrance. There will be a cut-off time of 5:00 p.m.

sharp! Car & Driver must be present to register. An automatic disqualification, fines and suspension to anyone caught registering a
car and/or driver without the presents of that said car and/or driver. No phone calls ahead will be accepted. Any driver checking in after
that will start at the rear of the last heat.

CONDUCT
1. At all Citrus County Speedway events, the driver assume responsibility for his or her pit area and the actions of his or her pit crew and/or

guests in every respect. In any and all matters the driver shall be the sole spokesman for his or her car owner and pit crew. If there is an
incident with the driver and/or his or her crew members there will be a penalty to the driver.

2. Retaliation on or off the track will not be tolerated! These incidents consist of any retaliation to another competitor or track official
either verbally or physically and the penalties are mandated with consequences not NEGOTIABLE! There are straightforward
consequences for these actions. There are NO tolerance, NO excuses and NO exceptions!

a. Incidents under caution or after race completion:
1st Offense - $100.00 fine and one (1) week suspension.
2nd Offense - $200.00 fine and two (2) weeks suspension.
3rd Offense - $500.00 fine and suspended for the remainder of the season or until track decision is made.

b. Incidents during race event:
Anyone retaliating against another competitor by deliberately crashing or ramming will be black flagged and disqualified for the night.
No points or no money for the night and depending on the severity of the incident you could receive other fines, suspensions or
permanently banned from competing at any race event.

c. Black Flagged Incidents:
If you are black flagged for any reason and you refuse to leave the race track or you retaliate against another competitor or track
official you will be removed immediately from the speedway and banned indefinitely.

3. These penalties will be mandated and will not be discussed. Clearly understand the consequences and be aware that just because track
officials do not specifically tell you of any penalties, does not mean you do not have any. No car or driver will be allowed to compete in
any event at Citrus County Speedway until all fines are paid in full in CASH. No awards, point money, or admittance will be given until
fines are paid.

SAFETY EQUIPMENT
1. The Citrus County Speedway officials may inspect any car and/or equipment at anytime for compliance. All cars must have initial safety

inspection each season before they race. If and when deemed necessary, officials shall have the authority to insist upon a physical or eye
examination of any participant.

2. NO car shall have any riders at any time NO EXCEPTIONS!
3. All required safety equipment and apparel must be in use while the car is on the track.

a. Racing helmet with min. Snell 95 rating. Neck brace recommended.
b. Fire suit with sfi min. Rating of "i". No holes allowed in fire suit.
c. Fire resistant gloves, shoes and socks must be worn at all times car is on track.
